
CLASS INSTRUCTIONS FOR THREE OF HEARTS 

 
1. Stamp 1182 Heart Background in gold on ivory linen and randomly sprinkle on 

Chinese red embossing powder and heat.  Brush on gold Perfect Pearls. 

2. Trim around the edges (leaving about 1/16” around outside) and mount onto 4” x 

5 ¼” gold leaf. 

3. Layer 5” x 1 7/8” black linen onto 5” x 2” gold leaf, then onto 5” x 2 1/8” red 

confetti and attach this down the center of the background piece. 

4. Cut black linen to 8 ½” x 5 ½” and score it down the center of the long side and 

fold. 

5. Attach the background piece onto the front of the folded card using foam tape. 

6. Stamp 1180 Three of Hearts in Archival black ink on ivory linen and colour as 

shown.  Cut each heart piece out. 

7. Heat clear Ultra Thick Embossing Powder in Melting Pot and add a pinch of gold 

embossing powder and a pinch of gold and bronze Perfect Pearls to the Ultra 

Thick.  Swirl with a toothpick. 

8. Using tongs, dip each heart piece into the mixture and then set aside on a baking 

pan to cool. 

9. Once cool, attach each onto the front of the folded card over the black linen strip 

using foam tape. 

10. Add red Stickles to the large swirls on each heart and to the dots in the 

background.
