CLASS INSTRUCTIONS FOR BOUQUET

1. Emboss 783P Bouquet in pale gold pearl powder around the outside edges of
4 7/8” x 6 7/8” iridescent peacock paper.

2. Colour as shown and blend with a paintbrush and water.

3. Cut around the inside of the flowers to make a frame.

4. Emboss 1007 If Flowers Were Wishes in pale gold pearl powder in the center of
4 7/8” x 6 7/8” white linen cardstock.

5. Attach the Bouquet frame over top of the white linen piece and curl a few of the
leaves and petals to give them some definition.

6. Cut gold pearl cardstock to 10” x 7 and score it down the center of the long side
and fold.

7. Attach the frame piece onto the front of the folded card.
